Fishing Derby

Run-off is here.  

The excellent 

spring flows, 

highly beneficial 

to the fishery, now 

will morph into 

the raging currents 

of early summer 

before dropping 

back to mid-summer levels more 

conducive to trout growth and angling.  

So maybe itôs time for commentary on 

the increasing recreational usage of our 

river and a discussion of potential user 

conflicts.  This is an opinion piece and 

not an official chapter or Board position.  

In fact, at the last Board meeting it was 

noted that TUôs mission isnôt really about 

fishing anyway, but one of the Boardôs 

functions is to make the members aware 

of any potential changes in recreation or 

fisheries management. 

Collegiate Peaks Anglers was founded 25 

years ago at a time when the river 

management for recreation was being 

proposed and that plan ultimately ended 

up as the current State Park.  The original 

plan and one 10-year revision set up 

management objectives on segments of 

the river such as Brownôs Canyon for 

whitewater enthusiasts and Stone Bridge 

through Salida for fishing as examples.  

In order to preserve a reasonable óriver 

experienceô for users, whether boaters or 

anglers, daily boat capacities were set 

forth.  This made sense 20 years ago and 

still does.  But the number of users has 

steadily increased such that Parks is now 

faced with how to enforce or increase 

these capacities.  Not an easy task. 

I was personally affected the other day 

while fishing a nice run on one of the 

DOW leases above Salida.  For a couple 

of hours not much was happening and a 

couple of fishing boats passed though ï 

no big deal.  Then trout began rising in 

front of me maybe 20 feet or so, right up 

against the main current.  After a few 

minutes and a couple of hook-ups 

another boat passed through in the main 

current.  Immediately all rises stopped 

and had not resumed by the time I 

departed 30 minutes later.  I am pretty 

sure the boat interrupted the feeding 

pattern. And Iôm not complaining, only 

observing. 

We share the river with many users.  I 

accept that.  But when the current 

management plan comes up for review 

and boating capacity changes are 

proposed, I will personally advocate for 

retaining the management concepts set 

forth on sections of the river so that user 

experiences are validated.  Thereôs 

enough river out there such that we ought 

to be able to do that.  Not every river 

recreation activity is appropriate all the 

time, everywhere, and in ever-increasing 

numbers.  The various user advocates 

recognized that long ago. 

I hope anglers and boaters can work 

together to minimize conflicts.  If you 

have experiences or observations to 

relate, let AHRA know the specifics and 

pass on the information to Fred 

Rasmussen, our local Task Force 

representative.

to purchase properties for the benefit of hunters, anglers, and wildlife.  A summary of 

key bills of interest to CTU:

 HB 1051 Data Collection    Passed 

 HB 1159 Basin of Origin Protection   Dead 

 HB 1292 Takings     Dead 

 HB 1361 Habitat Stamp    Dead 

 HB 1358 Water Smart Homes   Passed

Green River Chapter Trip 
Fourteen chapter members headed for the 

northeast corner 

of Utah May 3 to 

fish the famed 

tailwaters of the 

Green River 

below Flaming 

Gorge Reservoir 

Dam.   

We enjoyed 

communal evening meals and commiserated 

about the brutal weather ï not so much low 

temperatures and a little precip, but the 

winds were horrendous for much of the trip.  

Oh well é fish were caught and it was a 

good TU bonding experience. 

Kerber Creek Update  

Lunchtime. A cool wind was blowing across the 

veranda of the Dragosô ranch house as our crew 

straggled up from Kerber Creek to clean up by the 

barn after a serious mornings work. Cindy Dragos 

had set out sandwiches, paid for by TU, and tables 

and chairs awaited the weary workers from TU, 

BLM and Adams State. Water bottles from the 

cooler were a welcome commodity for all. 

Earlier all of us had gathered at the barn at 9:00 to 

get instructions for the day from ranch owner Jeff 

Dragos and Steve Sanchez from the BLM. The task 

for the day was to plant groups of five native cottonwood cuttings at each of the pre-

selected and marked sites along the banks of the creek. Team members were to do 

various jobs, drilling holes, spraying rood promoter, trimming the cuttings, locating 

drilling sites and then place and anchor wire beaver protectors around the prospective 

trees. Directions given, two ATVôs were loaded with tools and cuttings and we took 

off for the ¼ mile trek to the creek. 

Cuttings were to be planted along side the creek in the 13 acres of riparian land that 

years earlier had been covered by outwash from mine tailings from creek overflow and 

made not habitable by plants. But last year those contaminated areas were plowed, 

treated with 2 kinds of limestone, organic nutrients and then seeded with grass. The 

growing cottonwoods are intended to provide the necessary shade and cover to 

enhance the productivity of the riparian areas. 

After lunch, with the north side of the creek planted in the morning the focus was the 

doing the staked areas on the south side of the creek. Although run off had not really 

started in earnest the water was high enough for workers to seek rides on the ATVôs to 

get across the creek. All in all over 300 big cuttings were planted by the time the work 

whistle blew and folks retired to the happy hour hosted by Jeff and Cindy at their 

delightful home. The CPA members involved included Vern Abbott, Larry Bussey, 

Bob Chamberlain, Dan Clegg, Steve Craig, Bob Delnay, Michael Harrington, Fred 

Rasmussen, Tom Thomas, Pete Crossan, plus Norm Lastovica and his grandson Nic 

Hansen.
